Rosh Hashanah will begin on Friday evening, September 15, and end at sundown on Sunday, September 
17. This is the Jewish New Year. The biblical name for this holiday is Yom Teruah. It is the first of the

Yom Kippur begins at sundown on September 24th and ends the following evening on September 25th this is  holiest 
day in Judaism and Samaritanism. It occurs annually on the 10th of Tishrei, corresponding to a secular date in 
September or early October.
